Central Guidelines for Chemistry Internship (Major) for UG Sem-VI students

The National Education policy 2020 strongly emphasises the integration of internship into the UG curriculum to make higher education more holistic, multi- disciplinary and skill oriented. it serves as a vital bridge between classroom learning and real world application of knowledge for enhancing employability and carrier readiness.

It shall be a short term engagement in a suitable Industry/ Organisation to gain Work experience and practical exposure directly related to their discipline.
A. Conduction and supervision of Internship
	During the VI semester, all students shall have to do the internship which accounts for 2 credits i.e of 60 hours training. UG Sixth semester students will do internship in two categories; A. Academic Internship, B.  Industrial Internship.
1.	The duration of the Internship is sixty (60) hours, which has to be completed within maximum two (2) weeks. 
2.	Students can complete their Internship from Government Scientific Organizations like IITs, IISERs, NITs, NISERs, reputed Universities/Institutes, Industry like Pharmaceutical Companies, Chemical Manufacturing Industries, Quality Control & Testing Labs, Food & Beverage Industries, Environmental Testing Laboratories, Research & Development Labs, Fertilizer & Agro-chemical Industries,  Water Treatment Plants, Cosmetic & Paint  etc. and from other Colleges through the Departmental Internship coordinator. However, for Academic Internship, the Mentor should have minimum Ph. D. degree.
3.	Students are not allowed to do their internship in their own department of the college, whereas they can do their internship in the other department of the same college or by Hands-On training relevant to the subject given by third party, organized in own college.
4.	For the completion of the internship, each student has to face viva-voce in presence of an external examiner who could be either from any college or university or research institution as per University guide line. 
5.	Students should follow the rule and regulations of the respective Colleges/Institutions.
· The Colleges shall establish Internship Cell (IC) to supervise the internship as a whole and maintaining liaison with Industries/ Organisations/Institutions etc. to facilitate the students.
IC Cell constitutes with following members: Principal – Chairman
TCS    - Convenor
One Teacher each from all departments - Member
· 	The member teacher of the IC Cell will be designated as Internship Co- ordinator who will supervise the Internship for the students of his / her department.
· The program specific guidelines (if necessary) for Internship may be decided by the respective UG BOS through a workshop convened in a college venue where all teachers of that particulars subject will attend and interact.
· The interns should strictly adhere to rules and regulations of the visiting Industries/ Institutions etc.
B. Evaluation / Assessment of Internship

· Evaluation of Internship shall be conducted in the respective college as home centre. The assessment will be made by the Internship Co-ordinator (Internal) and one external examiner from other college or from the Institution/ Industry where the Internship is done. Assessment will be based on Activity Report Register (ARR) and Viva Voce. Each student will submit completion certificate of Internship issued by the Authority of the Industry/ Organisation and ARR before appearing the assessment procedure.
· Total 50 Marks be allotted for the Internship of 2 Credits. The marks distribution is as under:

Activity Report Register - 20 Marks completion certificate - 10 Marks Viva Voce	- 20 Marks
